The Naylor House has original hardwood floors, 11-foot ceilings and pocket doors.  Those who appreciate the care that was given to the design and construction of older homes will delight in the fully restored Naylor House. 

Elizabeth’s Room, located in the main house, invites you to relax as you plan your days in historic Palestine.  The spacious room has a queen bed, antique day bed, satellite TV with VCR and its own private bath with a shower.  The light and openness of the room lends itself perfectly to reading, resting, or dreaming. 

Apple Annie’s Guest Cottage is a separate, private cottage that is located in the park-like surroundings of the spacious back yard of The Naylor House.  The cottage has a large living room/bedroom, kitchenette and private bathroom with a claw-foot tub and shower.  The kitchenette has a full sized refrigerator, microwave, coffeepot, and toaster.  Sleeping arrangements are flexible with a choice of twin beds or a king-size bed.  The cottage also has a daybed and an antique armoire. A DVD and VCR players are available with a wide selection of movies from which to choose. A full stereo system is provided for your enjoyment along with a varied choice of CD’s and tapes. Books and other reading material provide opportunities for relaxing moments as you kick back in the leather recliner.
