In order to receive a certificate for documentation of successful completion, each participant must demonstrate an understanding of skills taught and pass a written test

CPR
ADULT, CHILD & INFANT

CPR courses train individuals how to recognize and provide care for airway, breathing and circulation emergencies.  Participants learn action steps for choking and airway obstruction on conscious and unconscious victims.

Participants are provided with information on how to recognize the signs and symptoms of a heart attack, sudden cardiac arrest, stroke and choking emergencies.

When providing CPR the following guides are followed.

Adult is anyone over eight years old

Child is one to eight years old.

 Infant under twelve months of age

CPR training course length is between three and six and one half hours. CPR certification is valid for two years.

Basic First Aid
First Aid is the immediate care given to an injured or suddenly ill person until professionally trained help arrives. 

The ability to recognize a serious medical emergency and provide care may mean the difference between life and death. 

 Participants are instructed on

· Controlling bleeding

· Burns

· Heat and cold related emergencies

· Diabetic emergencies

· Poisonings

· And other emergencies

First Aid training is approximately four hours.  Certification is valid for three years.

Upon completion of course participants will receive a certificate of completion.

BLOODBORNE PATHOGENS

This course includes information that will help students understand what bloodborne pathogens are.  Participants are provided with information on how to reduce risk of exposure for themselves and other.  Special focus is given on disease transmission of tuberculosis, HIV and Hepatitis B.  Recommendation for exposure controls, precaution and preventative measures of OSHA, and the CDC are foundations of this class. 

This course is recommended for first aid responders, healthcare professionals, fire, police and all persons who may come in contact with infectious materials.  Certification for this class is valid for two years.

Course length is two and a half hours.

Automated External Defibrillator

The Heartsaver AED program is designed to teach participants how to use an AED and perform CPR.  Participants experience eight different scenarios simulating real life emergencies requiring the use of an AED.  

AED training course length is four hours.  

Certification is valid for two years.
