We have the following federally recognized SBA (Small Business Administration) certifications: Native American-owned, 8(a) Certified, SDB (Small Disadvantaged Business), HUBZONE, and Veteran-owned.  DVS is a member of BiCSi.  We also have these Native American certifications: TERO, Creek Nation Preferred Status, ONABDC (Oklahoma Native American Business Development Center) member, and OMSDC (Oklahoma Minority Supplier Development Council) member.
