General Procedures For The ACT

· Answer every question. There is no guessing penalty!

· Triage: Do all the easy questions first then go back and do the more difficult questions. 

· Time: Bring a timer or wear a watch and set it to noon at the start of each test. 

· The ACT is a standardized test! Using strategies will increase your score.

· Process of elimination is a powerful tool to up your score. It is often easier to find wrong answers than it is to find right ones.

· Do not read the directions, you know them and they just waste your time.

· Have fun; relax it only lasts three hours.

· In no way does this test reflect on the content of your character, or your ability to be a successful college student.  

· Do not have ACT send your test scores to colleges. 

· Use the relaxation techniques we talked about.
