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 What we do for you 
Unless there are special circumstances or instructions, your parts will be given a light abrasive treatment (grit blast) to rid the surface of any oxidation formed since it was stripped and to provide a slight etching of the surface for improved coating adhesion.  The parts are then treated with a corrosion protective solution (steel and aluminum receive different treatments).  Masking is done where required and the parts are coated.

Our workmanship is guaranteed for 1 year under normal service!  If you have any other questions, give us a call!

 Surface Preparation 
CLEANING / DEGREASING:  All parts to be coated must be free of dirt and oils; parts should be cleaned and degreased prior to shipment.  This is a very important step prior to any type of coating and especially so for powder coating since the curing temperatures will drive oils, grime, and moisture out of the part and cause pitting and other damage to the paint as it cures.  For best results, take it apart if it will come apart to ensure that there are no hidden contaminants to mar the finish.

STRIPPING:  Parts must be free of all coatings prior to powder coating.  Powder Craft can have chemical stripping done at a local facility and bill separately (as a service to you) or we can sand blast (using an 80 grit aluminum oxide) at our facility.  However, this is an area where you may be able to save on out-of-pocket expense and minimize the turn-around time in our shop if you choose to do your own stripping.  Since there are so many variables when stripping parts, we will not quote prices.  However. if you call, we can tell you what work similar to yours has been costing.  We use Redi-Strip of Allentown, PA for chemical stripping.  Parts come back totally rust free and require a minimal amount of prep prior to coating.

MASKING:  Unfortunately, you cannot mask surfaces before sending parts to us.  It would make our job a lot easier but the pretreatment and chemicals used by Powder Craft to prepare parts prior to coating would damage any masking you would do.  However, it is very important that you clearly indicate any areas you wish masked so we can do a proper job after completing our preparation steps.  (Please use tape or write any special instructions – DO NOT write on or mark the parts.)  Powder coatings have a greater ability to get into corners, holes, and threaded areas than liquid spray paints and while the coating is relatively thin, it could cause some interference during assembly.  It is possible that masking is not required; it may be simpler (for us) and less expensive (for you) if you choose not to mask but to chase the threaded holes with a tap and run a drill through bored holes after the parts are returned.

 Suggestions 
Once parts are stripped and cleaned the surface should be prepared.  For an optimum finish; debur edges, remove all weld spatter, and grind and sand all rough spots.  The smoother the surface, the better the finished product.  But don't polish the surfaces, unless you are having a special coating applied, since parts will normally get blasted (see above).  Note that powder coatings are relatively thin and will not fill rough surface texture caused by rust pitting, gouges, excess weld/braze material or spatter, and casting marks.  While "bondo" will melt in the oven, you can use body solder, silver solder, or braze to fill and then grind smooth.  We have also found a "use out of the can" product which will withstand the heat.
