Experience Highlights

LARGE ANNUAL MEETINGS

Meetings in this category had 200 registrants or more. They had all or a combination of the following: exhibits, optional tours, evening functions and themed events, VIP services, airline and hotel accommodations.

Of importance: Upon obtaining the Southeastern Section as a client, I was responsible for mastering all meeting details within months, including previous budgets, expectations and invitation listings, as well as the unwritten rules, such as association protocol, special exceptions etc. I also prepared and presented the budget and detailed plans for the upcoming meeting for Board review and approval. The first meeting was from all aspects a success.

Most rewarding meeting: North Central Section’s Annual meeting in 2000. The president was more critical and had extremely high expectations. We had a higher than expected attendance. The meeting resulted in some spectacular evening functions, including an unforgettable Halloween Party, and was considered a success overall. 

Firsts: The North Central Section was among the first groups to hold an evening function in the new addition of the Adler Planetarium. The Southeastern Section was one of the first to utilize the new entrance and Tea Room at the Audubon Zoo in New Orleans. Firsts are also important within a meeting. For example, the Career Pathways in Urology program changed their pattern and added a networking reception based on feedback from attendees. In addition, things like receiving lines and head tables have been changed or taken away – simple deletions, but difficult changes in tradition.

MEETINGS/EVENTS HELD AT THE
AMERICAN UROLOGICAL ASSOCIATION (AUA) ANNUAL MEETING

Seven associations held annual, board of directors, committee meetings and/or receptions at the AUA. It was my responsibility to ensure all space assigned by the AUA suited the associations’ needs. I was the primary contact for the AUA, hotels, general service contractors, etc. In addition, I was responsible for communications to speakers and exhibitors, and ensuring program materials were produced in a timely manner, as well as staffing schedules and shipping.

To ensure success, I had to maintain an excellent working relationship with the AUA staff and be extremely organized to ensure our up to six meetings and events per day were smooth. 

TRADE SHOWS

Although a majority of the events listed include exhibits as a part of the meeting, exhibits were the focus and profit-center for NetCom Computer Conferences and Expositions. Budget and image were priorities at every show. I contracted with convention centers and general service contractors, designed floor plans and ensured move-in was smooth, meeting all expectations, including those of the Fire Marshal. I was also responsible for both pre- and on-site registration, and any special projects. Finally, I worked with the sales staff in booth assignments, and was the main contact for all shows.

SMALL ANNUAL MEETINGS

This listing includes both straight-forward and more unique meetings. All of them still had evening functions, exhibits and special speaker needs. The AACU Washington Update had a socioeconomic focus that required appointments with members of Congress, and contracting with special political and health care speakers.  

Highlighted accomplishment: When starting with the Ohio Urological Society, annual meetings were held at a downtown property with decreasing attendance and a disjointed setup. At my departure, I was contracting with a different location for third time because attendees, exhibitors and board members were thrilled with its fit, location, and area attractions.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETINGS

These ranged from convenient, short meetings at the O’Hare Hilton to weekend retreats in unique locations. The Society of Women in Urology is one example. One meeting was held at the Inn at Essex in Vermont, with weekend activities including skiing and a class at the culinary institute. The North Central Section Interim Board meetings also required special dinners, with invitations, entertainment and some décor.

OTHER MEETINGS

Bayer Corporation holds dinner meetings to educate local physicians, nurses, etc. on their products. It was my responsibility to see we secured a suitable location, typically at a local restaurant, designed the invitations, administered the registrations, organized AV, determined menus and assisted with any speaker needs.
