"RxAmerica is a market leader in low cost pharmacy benefit management." This is a phrase we here everyday at RxAmerica, here is a typical example of what we mean.

Santa Barbara Regional Health Authority (SBRHA) started with RxAmerica on 5/1/2002 with a total of 48,671 lives. Since this date, RxAmerica has lowered the average prescription cost for its Medi-Cal covered members from $65.30 to $57.36 and increased the generic dispensing rate from 52.97% to 63.11% over the same time period. In addition to the Medi-Cal savings, the average prescription cost for SBRHA’s Healthy Families population has decreased from $34.01 to $30.74 while the generic dispensing rate increased from 61.19% to 71.50%.

The total monthly and annualized savings for the Santa Barbara Regional Health Authority are impressive. The Medi-Cal covered members’ average 56,401 prescriptions per month, with an average cost savings of $7.94 per script. This calculates to a $447,824 per month savings or annually a $5,373,888 savings to the bottom line. 

Although not as significant, the Healthy Families segment averaged 284 prescriptions per month from 4/1/2002 to 11/1/2002 with an average cost savings of $3.27 per script. This calculates to a $928.68 per month savings or annually a $11,144.16 saving to the bottom line.

Calculating the savings based on the decrease in costs will result in significant savings to the bottom line of Santa Barbara Regional Health Authority. 

Are the results achieved for SBRHA an aberration? Not at all. While most plans nationwide experienced cost inflation of 18% to 20% last year, costs for RxAmerica’s total book of business increased only 8%.
